


[bookmark: _GoBack]Town of Dovre Meeting Minutes for Regular Meeting
Tuesday February 9, 2021

The Dovre Town Board met at 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday February 9, 2021 at the Dovre Town Hall located at 304  25 ½ Street for a Town Board Meeting. Four (4) guests signed in and were present. Names of people present at the meeting are on file with the Clerk/Treasurer.

1. Chairman Trowbridge called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
2. Supervisors: Cody Nyhagen – present, Dan North – present, James Plummer – present, Mitch Hanson – present, and Chairman Dean Trowbridge – present. Also Present - Clerk/Treasurer – Louise Cody and Patrolman Taylor Whitman. 
3. Pledge of Allegiance 
4. Motion by Chairman Trowbridge to approve the agenda. Second by Supervisor North. Motion carried, unanimous yes vote.
5. Public Input: Tim Nelson wanted to ask questions regarding the stolen property tax payments but sees it will be discussed later in the meeting. 
6. Building Inspector Report: 
Kayla and Brandon Hertenstein:  195 24 ¾ St.  Dwelling footings, foundation, underground in, all rough ins completed and insulated.
Brent Henry:  2608 ½ Ave Dwelling Footings, frost walls, plumbing in, all rough ins completed and insulated.
Caleb Trowbridge: 209 26 ¾ St. Addition Underground in, slab poured. 
7. Motion by Supervisor North to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2021 regular meeting and caucus. Second by Supervisor Plummer. Motion carried, unanimous yes vote. 
8. Motion by Supervisor North to approve the financial Report. Second by Chairman Trowbridge. Motion carried, unanimous yes vote.
9. Motion by Supervisor North to approve the treasurer’s Report. Second by Supervisor Hanson. Motion carried, unanimous yes vote.
10. Next meeting set for March 9, 2021 at 6:00 p.m.
11. Town Patrolperson Report: C Siverling conducted a fire extinguisher inspection and had 2 of the extinguishers recharged. The locks on the doors are all keyed the same. A load of garbage from clean-up days was removed. The Welcome to Dovre signs were ordered and will be installed but the ones that need posts will wait until the ground thaws. Antczak sand had large rocks so Patrolman Whitman is going to order the next load from Barron County. Patrolman Whitman states she has been working on truck maintenance and plowing and has been practicing with the wing on the grader. 
12. Discussion and possible action on driveway permit: Schaaf driveway permit needs to go through the county.
13. Reports
a. Fire and Ambulance Report: Nothing to report for New Auburn. Chetek ambulance has been working on rewriting the by-laws. Chetek fire had grossed $46,000 with expenses of $11,000 with fundraiser and proceeds will go towards equipment. 
b. Board member reports:
Supervisor Nyhagen – thanked Taylor for doing a good job plowing.
Supervisor North – wants a list of roads for spraying. Supervisor North went to a land conservation meeting in Barron County and was told the bond amount per acre is sufficient in general for reclamation, but County is looking at certain mines with higher costs. 
Supervisor Plummer – Linus Earney had garbage in his ditch that needed to be cleaned up, so he sent Patrolman Whitman to take care of it. 
Supervisor Hanson – nothing
Chairman Trowbridge - nothing
14. Old Business 
a. Discussion and possible action on broom attachment: tabled for next month.
b. Discussion on road projects for 2021: tabled for next month.
c. Discussion of 29th Street from the 2020‐21 Local Road Improvement Program‐Supplement (LRIP‐S): Zech Gotham came up with 5 options for Thiago to look at and the board discussed the options and narrowed it to options 1-3. Supervisor Hanson made a motion to kill the project. Supervisor Nyhagen second the motion. Chairman Trowbridge states something needs to be done with this road and the dangerous curves. Supervisor Nyhagen states we can keep putting funds in the bridge fund for future improvements. 
Roll call vote: 
North – no, Nyhagen – yes, Hanson – yes, Plummer – yes, Trowbridge – no
Motion carried. 3-2 vote. 
d. Discussion and possible action on plowing snow across the road of driveway: Clerk/Treasurer Cody states that the letters were sent to residents given to her. 
15. New Business
a. Smart Sands is done hauling. Grey Lusty said no royalties will be paid on the sand that was hauled per the way the agreement was written as royalties will be paid for finished sand. Supervisor Hanson questions how this will play out in the future with goodwill with the township. Grey Lusty gave a presentation on air monitoring. 
b. Town Revaluation Update: Supervisor North states that what threw the township out of compliance was the commercial and manufacturing evaluation conducted by the state. He has been in contact with the state regarding this matter. 
c. Tax Payments Update: Chairman Trowbridge states he received a call from a Shakopee police officer stating that the township had tax payments stolen from an individual in their custody. Clerk/Treasurer Cody stated that the officer has contacted the individuals who had stolen payments and she is working with Barron County and the taxpayers to make sure penalties and interest are not charged to these individuals for any late payments. 
d. PVG/Royalty Payment Update: Clerk/Treasurer Cody states the amounts she received from the sand companies. 
e. Resolution Update for 2021: Supervisor North proposes to amend the 2020 budget and to bring these changes to the March meeting. 
16. Other Administrative Matters
a. Next Meeting Agenda Items: Leave 14 a., 14b., and add ditch spraying for next month. 
b. Motion by Chairman Trowbridge to authorize payment of bills. Second by Supervisor Hanson. Motion carried, unanimous yes vote. 
17. Chairman Trowbridge motions to adjourn at 8:03 pm. Supervisor Nyhagen seconds the motion. Motion carried, unanimous yes vote.
